(b) Statistics indicate that although the number of
annual miles driven declines for drivers 55 years of age and
older, metor vehicle accident rates for senior citizens
increase when measured by accidents per mile driven, and
kighlight the need for measures to improve highway safety by

educating older drivers about their specific driving customs

and experiences.



(c) Senior citizen motor vehicle safety and driver
improvement programs will improve the driving skills of
clder motorists , will update their driving knowledge, and
will result in greater driving safety in the District of
Columbia.

Sec. 3. (a) The Department of Transpertation shall
establish criteria and guidelines for the approval of motor
vehicle accident prevention courses ("course") for

individuals 55 years of age and older.

(b} An approved course shall provide not less than 8
hours of actual classroom or field driving instruction.

Sec. 4. An individual who successfully completes an
approved course shall be issued a certificate of completion
by the organization eoperating the course.

Sec. 5. &All insurance companies authorized to sell
motor vehicle insurance in the District of Columbia shall
provide a discount in the amﬁunt charged for a motor vehicle
insurance policy to indiwviduals 55 years of age and older
who have successfully completed an approved cocurse,

Sec. 6. {(a) Any schedule of rates or any rating plan
for a motor vehicle insurance policy approved by the
Department of Insurance shall provide for an appropriate
2=-year discount in the premiums for individuals 55 years of
age and older who have successfully completed an approved
course.

(b) The requirement in subsection (a) shall be
satisfied if an insurance company's schedule of rates or

rating plan provides a discount in the premiums for all
