To amend the Day Care Policy Act of 1979 to increase
payments toe licensed child development centers and
child development homes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL QF THE DISTRICT OF COQLUMBIA,
That this act may be cited as the "Day Care Folicy Act of
1879 Amendment Act of 1388".

Seac. 2. The Day Care Folicy Act of 1979, effective
September 19, 1879 (D.C. Law 3-16; D.C. Code, sec. 3-301 et
sed.), is amended as followa:

{a} Seetion 10 (D.C. Code, sec. 3-309) is amended as B.C. Code, -
follows: 3-309
(l) The introductory language of secticn 10 is (1989 supp.)

designated as subsection (a) and subsection (a) is
redesignated as paragraph (1) of subsection (a).

{2) Newly redesignated section 10(a}(l) (D.C.
Code, sec, 3-309(1})} is amended to read as follows:

"{l) Subject to subsections (b) through {(h) of
this secticn, payments to child develocpment centers for care
of these children shall be made on a menthly basis according
to the following rates;

"{A) For full care other than that provided
under subparagraph {B) of this paragraph, ¢hild development
centers shall receive 3518.00 per day for each child, plus
$1.00 per day for each child to whom the child development
center provides transportaticn.

"(B) For full care provided only during
summers and vacations to children who otherwise do not
receive care under this section or who otherwise receive
only part-time care, child development centers shall recaive
$14.40 per day for each child.

"{C) For part-time care, child development
centers shall receive $39.00 per day for each child.

"{2) MNo child development center shall be paid
more than its stated rate prior te the application of its
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sliding fee scale for children not esligible for subsidized
care. ",

(3) A new subsection (h) is added to read as
followsa:

"(h){l) ©n or before January 3lst of each year,
beginning January 31, 1990, the Mayor shall calculate and
submit to the Council a determination of the percentage
increase, during the preceding calendar year, in the
consumer price index for urban consumers for all items, as
published by the United States Department of Labor
("Consumer Price Index").

"(2) Beginning October 1, 1990, the rates
established pursuant to subsection {(a)(l) of this section
shall be adjusted annually by an amount equal to the
percentage increase, if any, in the consumer price index for
urban consumers for all items, as determined by the Mayor.
The Mayor shall publish notice of any propesed annual
increase in payments to child development centers in the
District of Columbia Register 30 days prior to the proposed
increase.”.

(b) Section 11 (D.C. Code, sec. 3-310) is amended to D.C. Code,
read as follows: 3=-310
"Sec. 11. Payments to child development homes and to (1989 supo.

in-home caregivers.

"(a) Payments to child develcpment homes and to
in-home caregivers shall be made according te the folleowing
rates:

"(1) Fer full care:

"(A) Child development homes shall raceive
512 per day for each child.

"(B) In-home caregivers shall receive $7.25
per day faor each child for care during the day and $8.25 per
night for each child for night care.

"(2) For part-time care:

"(A) Child development homes shall receive
$6.00 per day for each child for before-and after-school
care.

"(B) In-home caregivers shall receive 3$5.75
per day for each child for before-and after-school care and
$4.00 per night for each child for night care of less than 6
heurs.

"(b){1l) On or before January 31lst of each year,
beginning January 31, 1990, the Mayor shall calculate and
submit to the Council a determination of the increase,
during the preceding calendar year, in the consumer price
index for urban consumers for all items, as published by the
United States Department of Labor ("Consumer Price Index").

"(2) Beginning October 1, 1980, the rates
established pursuant to subsection (a) of this section shall
be adjusted annually by an amount equal to the percentage
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increase, if any, in the consumer price index for urkan
consumerss for all items, as determined %y the Mayer. The
Mayor shall publish notice of any propeosed annual increass
in payments tpo child development homes and in-home
caregivers in the District of Columbia Register 30 days
prior tc the proposed increase.”.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect after a 30=-day
period of Congressional review following approval by the
Mayor (or in the event of veto by the Mayor, action by the
Council of the District of Columbia to override the wvetec) as
provided in sectien 602(c){l) of the District of Columhia
Self~Government and Governmental Reorganization Act,
approved December 24, 1973 (87 Stat. 813; D.C. Code, sec.

1-233(c)(1)).
