D.C. Register, (Vol. 38 page 6572) and transmitted to Congress

on October 25, 1991 for a 30-day review, in accordance with
Section 602(c)(1) of the Act.

The Council of the District of Columbia hereby gives notice
that this legislation became effective on the date that the
President of the United States signed P. L. 102-205* on December
10, 1991, and therefore, cites this enggtment as D.C. Law 9-49,

effective December 10, 1991,

IN THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA

0CT. 21, 1391

To authorize the conduct of special elections for the purpose of filling
vacancies on the District of Columbia Board of Education.

: BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA,
That this act may be cited as the "Board of Education Special Election
Act of 1991".

Sec. 2. An Act to regulate the election of delegates representing
the District of Columbia to national political conventions, and for other
purposes, approved August 12, 1955 (69 Stat. 699; D. C Code §1-1301
et seq.), is amended as follows

(a) Sectlon 8(n) (D.C. Code §1-1312(n)), is amended by striking Sectijon

the phrase "general election" wherever it appears and inserting the 1<1312
phrase "general or special election" in its place.

(b) Section 10 (D.C. Code §1-1314), is amended as follows: Section

(1) By amending subsection (e) to read as follows: 1-1314

"(e) In the event of a vacancy on the Board of Education, the
Board of Elections and Ethics shall hold a special election to fill the
unexpired term of the vacant office. The special election shall be held
on the 1st Tuesday that occurs more than 114 days after the date on
which the vacancy is certified by the Board of Elections and Ethics,
unless the Board determines that the vacancy could be filled more
practicably in a special election held on the same day as the next special,
primary, or general election that is to occur within 60 days of the date
on which a special election would otherwise have been held under the
provisions of this subsection. The person elected as a member to fill a
vacancy on the Board of Education shall take office the day on which the
Board of Elections and Ethics certifies his or her election."; and

(2) By adding a new subsection (f) to read as follows:

"(£) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection 10(e) of this act,
if a vacancy on the Board of Education occurs on or after February lst
of the last year of the term of the vacant office, a special election shall
not be held and the Board of Education may appoint a person to fill such
vacancy until the unexpired term ends. Any person appointed under this
subsection shall have the same qualifications for holding such office as
were required of his or her immediate predecessor.".

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect after a 30-day period of
Congressional review following approval by the Mayor (or in the event
